The authorised share capital of the Company shall be such amount and be divided into
such shares as may from time to time, be provided in clause V of Memorandum of
Association. with power to Board of Directors to reclassify, subdivide, consolidate and
increase and with power from time to time, to issue any shares of the original capital or
any new capital with and subject to any preferential, qualified or special rights, privileges,
or conditions may be, thought fit and upon the sub-division of shares to apportion the
right to participate in profits, in any manner as between the shares resulting from sub-
division.

If and whenever the capital of the Company is divided into shares of different classes, the
rights of any such class may be varied, modified, affected, extended, abrogated or
surrendered as provided by the said Act or by these Articles or by the terms of issue, but
not further or otherwise.

The provisions of Section 43 and Section 47 in so far as the same may be applicable to
issue of share capital shall be observed by the Company.

The directors shall have regard to the restrictions on the allotment of shares imposed by
Section 39 and 40 so far as those restrictions are binding on the Company.

V. CALLS ON SHARES

Subject to the provisions of the Act, the Board may, from time to time, make calls
upon the members in respect of any monies unpaid on their shares (whether on
account of the nominal value of the shares or by way of premium) and not by the
conditions of allotment thereof made payable at fixed times:

VL. TRANSFER OF SHARES

Notwithstanding anything contained herein, in the case of transfer of shares or other
Securities where the Company has not issued any certificates and where the shares or
Securities are being held in an electronic and fungible form, the provisions of
Depositories Act, 1996 shall apply.

The Company shall appoint a share transfer agent or manage the share transfer facility
in-house in respect of its transfer of its shares in compliance with the requirements of the
LODR Regulations.

If a member fails to pay any call, or instalment of a call or any money due in respect of
any share, on the day appointed for payment thereof, the Board may, at any time
thereafter during such time as any part of the call or instalment remains unpaid or a
judgement or decree in respect thereof remains unsatisfied in whole or in part, serve a
notice on him requiring payment of so much of the call or instalment or other money as is
unpaid, together with any interest which may have accrued and all expenses that may
have been incurred by the Company by reason of non-payment.

The notice aforesaid shall:

0] name a further day (not being earlier than the expiry of 14 (fourteen) days from
the date of service of the notice) on or before which the payment required by the

The Company may, from time to time, by ordinary resolution increase the share capital by
such sum, to be divided into shares of such amount, as may be specified in the
resolution.

Subject to the provisions of Section 61, the Company may, by ordinary resolution, --

0] consolidate and divide all or any of its share capital into shares of larger amount
than its existing shares;

(ii) convert all or any of its fully paid-up shares into stock, and reconvert that stock
into fully paid-up shares of any denomination;

(iii) sub-divide its existing shares or any of them into shares of smaller amount than
is fixed by the memorandum of association;

(iv) cancel any shares which, at the date of the passing of the resolution, have not
been taken or agreed to be taken by any Person.

X. VOTING RIGHTS

A member is not prohibited from exercising his voting right on the ground that he has held
his shares or other interest in the Company for any specified period preceding the date
on which vote is taken.

Subject to any rights or restrictions for the time being attached to any class or classes of
shares:-

0) on a show of hands, every member present in person shall have one vote; and

(ii) on a poll, the voting rights of members shall be in proportion to their share in the
paid-up equity share capital of the Company.

A member may exercise his vote at a meeting by electronic means in accordance with
the Act and shall vote only once.

0] In the case of joint holders, the vote of the senior who tenders a vote, whether in
Person or by proxy, shall be accepted to the exclusion of the votes of the other
joint holders.

(ii) For this purpose, seniority shall be determined by the order in which the names
stand in the register of members.

A member of unsound mind, or in respect of whom an order has been made by any court
having jurisdiction in lunacy, may vote, whether on a show of hands or on a poll, by his
committee or other legal guardian, and any such committee or guardian may, on a poll,
vote by proxy.

Notwithstanding anything contained in these Articles, where the title to any Securities is
under dispute before any court, where no injunction subsists (or direction made) as to the

exercise of voting rights or other rights of a member including the rights attached such
Securities, the Board shall be entitled to suspend any such right aforesaid.

A member being a body corporate may by resolution of its board of directors or other
governing body authorise such persons as it thinks fit to act as its representative at any
meeting of the Company, or at any meeting of any class of members of the Company. A
person authorised by resolution as aforesaid shall be entitled to exercise the same rights
and powers (including the right to vote by proxy) on behalf of the body corporate which
he represents as that body could exercise if it were a member, creditor or holder of
debentures of the Company.

Any business other than that upon which a poll has been demanded may be proceeded
with, pending the taking of the poll.

XI. GENERAL MEETINGS

All general meetings other than annual general meeting shall be called extraordinary
general meeting.

The Board shall on requisition of such nhumber of members of the Company as specified
under the Act forthwith proceed duly to call an extraordinary ordinary general meeting of
the Company.

The minutes of the meeting kept in accordance with the provisions of the Act shall be
evidence of the proceedings recorded therein.

The books containing the minutes of the proceedings of any general meeting of the
Company or a resolution passed by postal ballot shall:

(i) be kept at the registered office of the Company; and

(ii) be open to inspection of any member without charge, during 11.00 a.m. to 1.00 p.m.
on all working days other than Saturdays.

The Board, and also any person(s) authorised by it, may take any action before the
commencement of any general meeting, or any meeting of a class of members in the
Company, which they may think fit to ensure the security of the meeting, the safety of
people attending the meeting, and the future orderly conduct of the meeting.

As
and whenever a Nominee Director vacates office, whether upon request as aforesaid or
by death, resignation or otherwise the government, authority, person, firm, institution or
corporation who appointed such Nominee Director may, if the agreement so provide,
appoint another director in its place.

A director of the Company may become a director of any company, promoted by the
Company, in which he may be interested as a vendor, shareholder, or otherwise, and no
such director shall be accountable for any benefits received as director or shareholder of
such company. Such director before receiving or enjoying such benefits in cases in which
the provisions of Section 188 of the Act are attracted will ensure that the same have been
complied with.

XVI. PROCEEDINGS OF THE BOARD

The meetings and proceedings of any such committee of the Board shall be governed by
the provisions herein contained for regulating the meeting and proceedings of the Board
so far as the same are applicable thereto and are not superseded by any regulations
made by the Board under these Articles.

The Company shall, at all times, observe with the Secretarial Standards issued by
Institute of Company Secretaries of India in relation to the conduct of the meetings of the
Board and the committees of the Board.

secretary and officer may incur or become liable for by reason of any contract entered
into or act or deed done by him in his capacity as such director, manager, company
secretary or officer or in any way in the discharge of his duties in such capacity including
expenses.

Subject as aforesaid, every director, managing director, manager, company secretary or
other officer of the Company shall be indemnified against any liability incurred by him in
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defending any proceedings, whether civil or criminal in which judgement is given in his
favour or in which he is acquitted or discharged or in connection with any application
under applicable provisions of the Act in which relief is given to him by the Court.

The Company may take and maintain any insurance as the Board may think fit on behalf
of its present and/or former directors and key managerial personnel for indemnifying all or
any of them against any liability for any acts in relation to the Company for which they
may be liable but have acted honestly and reasonably.

XXV. GENERAL POWER

Wherever in the Act, it has been provided that the Company shall have any right,
privilege or authority or that the Company could carry out any a particular action or
transaction only if the Company is so authorized by its articles, then and in that case this
Article authorizes and empowers the Company to have such rights, privileges or
authorities and to carry out such transaction as have been permitted by the Act, without
there being any specific Article in that behalf herein provided.
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
